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“Satoyama” is a Japanese word which can’t be translated into one English word. It is the
border zone or area between mountain foothills and flat land used for growing crops. “Sato”
means land suitable for living and growing crops or home land, and “yama” means hills or
mountains. People have developed satoyama for centuries by farming and planting trees
and caring for forests on a small scale.

In the old days villagers in satoyama went into community forests, gathered young and
fallen leaves to use as (7 ) in wet rice paddy fields. They also used wood for making
charcoal, heating and cooking and building houses. Farmers used grasslands to feed
cows and horses. There were*irrigation ponds for rice farming, and these ponds served as
(4 ) for plants and insects living in or on water too.

Meanwhile a lot of satoyama have been disappearing gradually. Population decline in
village is one of the significant causes. Another cause is that life in satoyama has been

difficult » D such as @ conditions @ steep @ natural & by slopes, landslides and

snowfall. Now, there are fewer people who can work in satoyama forests for harvesting
trees for timber and charcoal and cutting shrubs for firewood.

However, the satoyama conservation movement was carried out through the 80s and 90s,
and now more than 500 environmental groups are working to conserve satoyama. ( I )
their efforts, satoyama has become more common in Japanese landscapes. The media
often feature satoyama, and we have come to learn that there are various types of plants
and animals in satoyama, and that there are ecosystems similar to satoyama throughout
Asian countries too. Many people now realize that satoyama is valuable not only in terms
of *biodiversity, but also from its cultural, spiritual, social and economic aspects.

This concept of natural systems with human interaction in satoyama has been recently
extended to “Satoumi” , which includes coastal ecosystems, and is similar to satoyama in
terms of its functions, use and prolonged interactive mechanism. ( # ) general, satoumi
refers to the coastal areas where human interaction has resulted in a higher degree of

productivity and biodiversity. ;Despite the emphasis on different ecosystem types, both of
